APPENDIX
DEFINITIONS 


Agency Status: The condition or state under which one may be acting as an agent within the scope of liability protection under the UKGCSLP. 

Agent: A individual who is acting for or doing business with the Client with or without pay and under the general direction and control of Client’s employee. 

Client’s Mission: The final component of the composite mission which states the specific objective statements of the institution and which defines the institution's uniqueness. 

Core Mission: The second component of the composite mission which applies more specifically to (a) to the two research and business Clients. 

Employee: An individual who works for the Client for pay. 

Liability: A legal obligation or responsibility. 

Negligence: The failure to use such care as a reasonably prudent and careful person would use under similar circumstances. 

Negligent Acts or Omissions: Unintentional actions (or failures to act) which a reasonably prudent and careful person would (or would not) make in a similar circumstance. 

Officer: The person or persons at the head of an agency. 

Personal injury: Costs related to physical or mental injury, sickness, or disease including death. 

Property damage: Physical injury to tangible property including all resulting loss of use of that property and loss of use of tangible property that is not physically injured. 

UKGC Self-Funded Liability Program: Statutory based program which provides defense and claim settlement to employees, officers, and agents of the Client who have incurred legal obligations due to negligent actions while acting within the scope of employment or agency.  

Staff Organizations: Any Client’s recognized organization of staff and others who share a common interest. 

Client’s Mission: The first component of the composite Client’s mission which states the broad objectives of the Client and which each institution shares.
